It helps children by
supporting programs to train them.

Many girls "dropped out" of their rich families to join Mother
Teresa. They put on the white sari of the poor. Mother Teresa
started the Missionaries of Charity. Her love for the poor soon
spread to many places in the world.

The Missionaries do not depend only on their kind hearts.

They all learn professions like nursing or teaching in order to
help the poor. One of their beliefs is, "We should be the salt of
